The Abortion-Vulnerable Teen 
 

òHow do I as an eighteen year old high school senior, accepted to college, tell my Mom Iõm pregnant?ó  
òHow will this ever work?ó 
 

The pregnant teen faces key decisions including: 
1. òIf I choose to keep this pregnancy where will I live if my parents kick me out of the house?ó 
2. òIf I have an abortion, how will I live with myself?ó 
3. òIf my mother is pressuring me to have an abortion and my boyfriend says itõs totally up to me, how do I make the right decision?ó 
4. òWhat do I do about school?ó 

 

One of our teens had the opportunity to see the miracle of life and the intricately formed baby on the ultrasound she has had a change of 
heart and decided to parent her baby.  Her response was, òHow could I ever take the life of my baby now?ó 
 

CCWS Medical has a unique position as a prolife advocate maintaining a strong presence in our community. As a result, we were able to 
provide the client mentioned above to the supporting agencies she will need to help promote a quality of life for her and the baby.  
 

The nurses and counselors work side-by-side helping the abortion vulnerable/minded client to make life affirming choices in the midst of 
crisis.  Because of your support and the power of prayer, we continue to see Godõs hand move in the people who serve and minister here, 
as well as in the people who come seeking our help. 

CCWS Medical has given me an opportunity to continue a lifetime calling as an Obstetrical Nurse.  The unique services 
offered to clients in the counseling room extends beyond what all other òmedicaló offices can provide.  Spending time with 
our clients is the most important aspect of taking care of people and counseling gives the client an opportunity to verbalize 
her deepest fears.  By being able to spend 1.5 hours per client, allows us the time to address the medical and spiritual needs 
in Godõs way.   

 

Prior to receiving the ultrasound, the assessment is made as to whether the client is abortion minded or vulnerable along with giving fetal 
development education.  When God shows our counselors it is time, we move forward to the medical portion of our appointment.  Dur-
ing this time we provide a free professional pregnancy test, the result of this test will determine where we go next.  If the client received a 
negative test result, we begin education on abstinence.  If the client received a positive test result, our sonographers will begin the ultra-
sound.  During this time they will continue the education on fetal development as they introduce the client to their baby.  The ultrasound 
and information that we provide our clients changes their thinking about the unborn child dramatically. This is the part that means so 
much to me as a Christian woman, it is an opportunity to do Godõs work and start the spiritual healing process for that client. 
 

Over a time span of 22 years I have assisted in thousands of births and the miracle of life always brought me to tears when I would hear 
the babyõs first cry.  Everyone in the room is joyful!   Now I get to see the miracle of an abortion minded or vulnerable clients choose life 
and accept Godõs plan and become my sister in Christ.  The motivation in my life is not only to bring that baby into this world but to 
bring the mother to heaven.  Donõt let anyone tell you that you canõt take anything with you when you die!

My husband, Mike, and I found that 2008 was a very difficult financial year.  We were paying $979.00 a month in child 
care for two children while we both worked full time.  Mike and I spent nights on end trying to find a way for me to be-
come a stay at home mom.  The major problem was we needed my income to make ends meet, even if that meant a little 
more than half my income was going to daycare.  In December, Mike and I made major decision that one way or the 
other I would become a stay at home mom by June 2009.  But God had a different plan.  I have always wanted to find a 
job that would allow me to use my skills in computer graphics, but my background was in accounting and other than de-
signing my childrenõs photo birth announcements, photo birthday invitations and photo Christmas cards, I had no experience, who would 
hire me.  That is when Karen Pennell informed me she was looking to hire a Special Events Coordinator part time.  The job would in-
clude planning all fundraising events and putting together the marketing for these events.  YES, God provided a job opportunity! 

 

In January 2009, I gave notice to my full time employer and for the next week they attempted to find a way to retain my current job and 
reach my ultimate goal of being a stay at home mom.  They offered a nice solution of working only 2 ten hour days of my choice and I 
would retain several company benefits.  Mike and I spent an entire weekend praying but God said it was time to move on.  This meant a 
cut in hours, a cut in pay, and we would have to either purchase our own health care benefits or go without.  But it gave me the opportu-
nity to work from home and be that stay at home mom I have dreamed about my entire life.   At the same time God told us to have Mike 
fulfill his dream of opening his own automotive body shop.  As of January 30th at 4:30 p.m., it was official our guaranteed monthly in-
come was only a quarter of what it was in 2008.  Not to mention, God really laid it on our hearts to give 10% of our income to our 
church.  The human side of Mike and I thought how are we possibly going to do this and our only answer to each otherõs worries was by 
trusting God or we would end up homeless with two kids under the age of three. 

 

God says to trust in him and he will provide, that is what we did and he stood true to his word.  In February, we received notice that our 
home equity loan qualified for a refinance, after looking into it we were able to reduce our interest rate from 9.75% to 3.25%, which 
saved us $117.00 a month.  We were happy with this.  The end of February came and I found our bill folder to be empty and this was 
the first time in the 9.5 years we have been married.  Then March came and not only were we able to pay bills as they came through the 
door but we were able to begin paying our debt off. 
 

March 13th was CCWSõs annual banquet and we decided to not only make a onetime donation but a monthly pledge for $20.00 for the 
next 12 months.  After I left the banquet I was wondering how we were going to do this.  April 3rd, we received our next blessing from 
God.  I called the mortgage company to make our April payment and found that through the stimulus package we qualified for a ôloan 
modificationõ, which allows us to lower our interest rate from 6.275% to 5.59%, which saved us $22.92 a month.  That is just a little 
more than our monthly pledge to CCWS.   
 

Mike and I have learned we need to rely on God more with our finances and every decision in our lives even when it makes no sense to 
us.  In the Bible, God instructs us to support our local church.  I encourage you to not only give to your local church but I challenge you 
to also make a pledge to CCWS.  After the blessings Mike and I have received so far in 2009, we canõt wait to see what all God has in 
store for us!
