Paulôs epistle to the Ephesians while full of doctrine and exhortation, in some of the verses in chapter three, one gets the feel of a 

letter to family.  Starting with verse 14 (NASB), ñI bow my knees before the Father, from whom every family in heaven and on earth 

derives its nameò .  The human race is created in the image of God and in some sense, family.  RC Sproul would refer to those in the 

family of God, as family and those outside as the ñNeighborhoodò.  We as Americans love to separate ourselves from others by 

many different distinctions.  Race, wealth, intelligence, what church we attend, what organization or club we belong to.

Verse 21:  ñTo Him be the glory in the church and in Christ Jesus to all generations forever and ever.  Amenò 

Thank you for your continued support and especially your coming alongside us in this very vital ministry.

T he New England Journal of Medicine published an article by two government researchers, Drs. John C. Fletcher and 

Mark I. Evans, providing anecdotal evidence that ultrasound technology persuades women to keep their pregnancies.  

CCWS Medical bona fides this information through the ultrasounds provided to the community since 2003. 
 

 It is a privilege to perform an ultrasound on an abortion vulnerable or abortion minded client. Introducing that baby to 

mom for the first time through the window of the womb and watching her reaction is like seeing a newborn for the first time through the 

window of a nursery, except that the ultrasound provides an intimate view of the actual creation of that baby.  There are times when it is 

too early to see a clear picture of the baby but like a star flickering in the universe, the tiny heart can be seen beating as early as 28 days 

gestation and that, in itself, is remarkable!  The ultrasound is a way to see God performing, ñHow to Make a Human Beingò. 
 

During the ultrasound the client is given an explanation of fetal growth and development and how the baby is growing during the current 

week of that ultrasound.  There are figures of babies at different gestational ages in the womb displayed upon the wall of the ultrasound 

room so the client can see how her baby will grow. Brochures on how the baby grows are provided for the client to take with her.   
 

One of the gifts from God given to our medical staff is that HE has entrusted us with the knowledge, 

ability and privilege to work in health care.  The task is not an easy one but a rewarding conclusion 

when a client has bonded to their pregnancy through seeing her baby on the ultrasound.  Please pray 

for our ministry to continue to grow and pray to stop abortions.
