Karen Pennell, CEO karen@ccwsmedical.org   (610) 593-6331 or (610) 357-0962 

Red and yellow, black and white, they are precious in His sight, Jesus loves the little chil-

dren of the worldé  How many times have you heard this song?  Perhaps youõve taught 

it to your little children?  Did you ever stop to consider the seriousness and truth of the 

words?  We have at CCWS Medical!   

For almost a decade we have attempted to reach out to our Latino neighbors and have 

failed miserably.  Then finally, I realized that when you serve on a missions team in a for-

eign land you receive cultural training.  It occurred to me that weõve not taken this very important step as weõd 

attempted over and over again to ôhelpõ this part of our community.  Once the realization hit, we took off run-

ning!  Pastor Carlos Peralta (Encuentro Ministries) educated our staff in Latino culture and encouraged us to 

immerse ourselves in this part of our community.  Then, we hired Myriam Ruager (Community Health Educa-

tion Coordinator) and she started translating a LOT of forms, brochures and documents into Spanish.  Myriam 

began offering lay counseling in Spanish.  The next step took place when Sandy Bryan (Education Coordinator) 

teamed up with Myriam to offer parenting classes in Spanish.  One class a week became two which quickly be-

came four classes each week offered in Spanish!  The Latino community helped us spread the word and before 

you knew it...or perhaps before you could say, òUno, dos, treséó we realized we were, at last, successful in 

reaching this valuable part of our community!  In fact, we are so successful that the Latino community is now 

the top reached culture at CCWS Medical.  When God gives the vision and then sends the clients, He also 

sends the volunteers!  Itõs amazing to me how many volunteers are now coming to us that are able to counsel 

or teach parenting classes in Spanish.  Perhaps even more fun is the fact of the English speaking childcare volun-

teers that take care of the Spanish speaking children.  Love has no language barrier and both the adults and 

children find creative ways to communicate with each other. When God moves, sometimes He moves FAST!  

All this was accomplished in just six short months!   

Grab a cup of coffee, a soda or even a bottle of wa-

ter and take a journey with us as you hear from staff members, gaze at pictures, and share in our excitement
