W e have been receiving amazing feedback about our faith based Parenting and Discipline classes that 

we teach in the Coatesville office and the local community. We believe that all life ð from the moment 

of conception, is created by God and is, therefore, sacred and to be protected. This is part of our Mission 

Statement.  The goal of the Parenting Program is to educate each new or expectant parent in life skills and 

let them know that God has a special plan for each of them and their children.  Through the many health fairs we have 

attended this summer (including Brandywine Health Center Block Party, Valley Township Health Fair and Rip City 

Health Fair), newsletters, and word of mouth our Parenting and Discipline classes have expanded.  Our topics in Par-

enting include Spiritual Training, Infant Temperament and Bonding with your Unborn Baby. Additionally we study 

physical parenting topics such as Emergency First Aid, Reducing the Risks of SIDS and Car Seat Safety.    
 

We have been soliciting comments from many of the young mothers and fathers that have taken or are currently at-

tending our classes. All comments were welcome and noted because they help us to continually monitor and improve 

our program. One young mom said "CCWS is helping to prepare me for having my first baby. I wasn't aware that there was so 

much information that I needed and the Parenting Classes have taught me what I didn't knowŭ. Another said "I appreciate all of 

the help that you ladies have given me. I never knew that I could bond with my baby before he was born". One Mom that has just 

had her sixth child said, "The parenting classes have shown me that it is never too late to show my children 

love and compassion. Now I know I'll be a better mother."  Another wrote, "Everyone at CCWS is so helpful and I 
learned about stuff that I did not have a clue about". "I also enjoyed talking to other moms - to - be and learning 

how to bond with my baby when she is still in my tummy and when she comes out."  
 

All of us teaching in the Parenting Program are very grateful for the opportunity to teach these faith based classes. 

There are numerous young men and women in need of our help. We thank the Lord for enabling our ministry to help 

meet the needs of the community.  

If we only had ultrasound services more often then I know we'd have more clients to serve and 

more babies rescued from abortion!"   How many times have I asked myself this question?

H i, my name is Karen and Iõm an email junkie.  I canõt help myself!  I love to check my email through-

out the day, I carry a Blackberry with me at all times, and I even check my email on vacation!   Yep, 

an email junkie!   It just makes perfect sense for me to be the initial contact for women, men and youth that 

email us for help at helpforyou@ccwsmedical.org.  We designed our client website ( www.ccwsmedical.org ) 

to give factual information in a non -judgmental way.   We wanted to make sure someone in crisis could find 

us without difficulty  when they need information they can trust in their time of crisis.   This site offers information on 

their rights, fetal development and our services.   It also offers them a link to email us directly for additional informa-

tion.    
 

Many times the emails I receive begin with, òI need an abortion, can you help me?ó  When I read their emails I can 

ôfeelõ their pain and I immediately ask for God to give me the answers that will help them choose life for their 

baby.  My first response is to find out if they know for sure they are pregnant.   I encourage them to come to our center 

for a free professional pregnancy test and a confirmation of results through ultrasound.   I know they are in crisis mode 

and need a soft friendly voice to help them calm down.   I also know if they will come to one of our centers and get to 

peek into their womb that 90 -95% of them will choose life for their precious little preborn babies!   Many times we will 

email back and forth several times and then when the woman realizes she can trust me, then she understands she can 

trust the rest of our staff .  Each time Iõve had email clients, God has been faithful to bring them to our center!  This 

email junkie has been blessed over and over again as God moves in the midst of a simple email response to a heart ren-

dering cry for help.  

Y ou read about it in the paper, you see it on the news and you hear about 
it in conversations!  Times are tough and morale is low when it comes to 

finances.  However, I believe when the times get tough we need to dig in and 
remember the promises of God!  His budgetary math is not the way we were 
taught in school.  He has no limits and he longs to share His resources with 
His children.
